Paul Berg chaired the committee as Chairman Rex Henderson was running late.  Paul then passed out today’s agenda and the June Event Summary. The summary was reviewed indicating a$903.78 minus net revenue. Rex Henderson arrived and took over the meeting.
Paul updated the committee regarding Broadway Bound.  Due to Mary Jo Hahn’s illness,  Annie Cirillo will be her temporary replacement and she has developed a new show to replace Wizard of Oz, which has been postponed.  Also a temporary replacement is need for chorus and will be sought with Mary Jo’s input via Paul Berg.

Richard announced upcoming shows and options;  October 10-19, MAS theater presents the 1940’s musical The Andrews Brothers with Nancy Fuyo directing.( Nowicke Realty to sponsor)  Rights costs would be $1,500 for all 6 shows. Late April 2015 production of “Plan 9 from Outer Space directed by Keith Eisenstadt at $75.00 per show.  Summer of 2015; “Sister Act” currently restricted, “American Idiot” also currently restricted and Queen of the Blues, which has potential casting issues and Fall 2015 possibly “Things My Mother Taught Me”.
Richard also address curtain speeches and suggested that Board members could provide (filmed or live) or an opening film.

Rex Henderson addressed the Featured Entertainment Guidelines by stating that all events (excluding in-house) should be making money thereby taking stress off of the CCC organization. Also sponsors would be more likely to come to our aid with full houses. He suggests a 50% sales to break even.  He will send out proposed guidelines prior to the next meeting.
Jim Burge has donated baffling for the large room in the Studio and is asking for suggestions and ideas for the Coffee Concert Series i.e. length of program and ticket prices. Craig Nowicke has agreed to sponsor the first show of the series.
Upcoming show Sweet Charity July 18-27 and class Session July 28 through August 15th.
